This Week's Guide for Groups & Individuals

There's something powerful about a light in the darkness. If we have a choice between
going down a dark path, or a well lit one, most often we will choose the well lit path.
Darkness often means the unknown, possible dangers, and getting lost.

In our passage this week, Jesus speaks about being our light, our guidance in life. He
wants to show us the way to go and which paths to take. He intends to illuminate the
steps directly before but doesn't guarantee we can see to the end of the trail.

Of course, this is a metaphor for our spiritual lives here on earth and also our eternal
life after death. Jesus doesn't actually walk around shining lights in certain directions;
but he does guide us through Scripture and the Holy Spirit so that we aren't left in the
darkness on our own.
